1) Lower the exhaust by removing the (2) rubber isolators and the (4) fasteners retaining the rear
most isolator bracket mounts. (Refer to rubber isolator removal diagram above.)

2) Remove the (4) fasteners retaining the frame crossmember and (8) fasteners retaining the heat
shields andlower them. (The frame crossmember straddles the drive shaft tunnel and prevents
the exhaust from lowering.)

3) Using a screwdriver, puncture the heat shield for the fasteners using the existing holes in the
frame as a guide.

4) Use the rotary tool and carbide bit as required to enlarge the holes to allow the thread of the 1/2"-
13 fasteners to pass through them. Fishwire the 1/2" fasteners and spacers through the large
slots in the frame rail. (Refer to fishwire technique diagram above.)

5) Reinstall the heat shields, taking care not to push the carriage bolts into the frame rails.

6) Raise the hitch over the exhaust and into place. Loosely secure the hitch as shown using the
1/2" flange nuts.

7) Torque the all 1/2" fasteners to 110 Ib. ft.

8) Raise exhaust and reinstall the rubber isolators and crossmember.
